REPRESENTATIVES FROM BILLINGHAM YOUTH FORUM – VISIT TO SKATEBOARD/BMX PARK


Virginia McCallum from Youth Services, Stockton Borough Council and representatives from Billingham Youth Forum were in attendance to give members an overview of Stand Up, Shout Out a young person’s group campaigning for the building of an outdoor informal wheeled sports facility (skateboard/BMX track) within  Billingham.

Virginia has been working with the group who have organised themselves into a Youth Forum to campaign for the building of such a facility.   The group was set up after Virginia was contacted by the local Police Community Support Officers (PCSO’s) who were dealing with a number of young people on skateboards and bikes around the Town Centre causing incidents of anti-social behaviour.  The youths decided to get together to develop a campaign for a skateboard/BMX track.  Andrew stated that the group has recently undertaken a visit to Arkade skateboard/BMX track as part of their research to get an idea of the type of park they would like to be built in Billingham and what obstacles would be suitable for different levels. Virginia stated that a funding application will be put to the Olympic iconic fund through Lottery for the proposed future developments of tennis areas, skateboard/BMX track, the installation of a multi uses ball games area and some hard landscaping around the cafe area within John Whitehead Park.

Virginia informed members that a bike project has been running within an empty unit in the Town Centre.  Young people have been building bikes and repairing bikes for members of the public on a voluntary basis. The project has been so successful that it is planned to run again in October. Virginia stated that peer relationships have been built and the youths work together to help each other out with pieces of kit. 

The Chair stated that the group are to be highly commended.


At this point Cllr Mockler joined the meeting (6.10 pm).

The Vice Chair stated that the Town Council will be working with the Youth Forum to play an integral part in the development of the designs and consultation on the skateboard/BMX track facility. 

Virginia stated that to address some of the issues of anti-social behaviour that have escalated within the Town Centre, the youth bus will be set up on the evening of 6th October 2011 near where the group is gathering.  PCSO’s will be attending with some of the local partners that are key to the development of the skateboard park.  The group will give the young people an information session around the developments locally regarding the skate park and how their behaviour is affecting the community, promote the youth forum and how the young people can be actively involved in the development, community workshops regarding their anti-social behaviour and build relationships with the police, PCSO’s and local Councillors and other partner groups.

Virginia confirmed that she will be working with Billingham Town Council to assist with the development of our Youth Council and that this will integrate with work being carried out on partnership building in Youth Services.

ROY BROADBENT, FACILITY MANAGER & JEREMY PLATT – Billingham Forum – update on Forum

Roy and Jeremy were in attendance at the meeting to give members an update on the Forum.

Roy informed members that since opening its doors on 3rd June 2011 the Forum have seen over 15,000 people use the facility.  As Facilities Manager Roy is constantly improving and adapting the activities programme following comments and suggestions from members of the public.  The atrium has been utilised by many organisations such as NHS Sexual Health campaign, Beat the Boredom, Rievaulx Resource Centre, SNAPS – children with learning disabilities.  At Christmas time it is planned that local school children will greet members of the public.  Roy adapts the services provided at the Forum to take into account the loyalty of the community and customer first approach.
A questions & answer session took place.

Q.  When looking at the schools programme would you ensure that

      Clarence’s primary school is included.

A. Yes that is not a problem.
Q.  Has the adult swimming session changed on a Saturday
      evening?
A. Yes due to customer feedback the session is now scheduled from 4.00 pm – 6.15 pm and this may be extended after a 3 month review. I am always willing to listen to ideas and improvements. 
Q. Does the swimming pool have roman stairs so that disabled

     people can access the pool?

A. The pool has a fully automobile disabled hoist to allow disabled  access the pool.  The design of the pool does not allow fixed roman stairs.  We also have dedicated disabled changing facilities.

Stockland confirmed that they have been in discussions with a leading foodstore for many months to secure an anchor tenant in the West Precinct but have now been told the investment will not go ahead.

However Stockland have reaffirmed their commitment to the town centre by announcing advanced discussions with alternative non-food retailers.  
Stockton Borough Council is working with Stockland to develop proposals for major improvements to the townscape and appearance of the town centre.  These could improve public toilet facilities, lighting and paved areas.  The urban design team at Stockton Borough Council is currently working with Stockland on a paving scheme for the main area of the town centre.   
A member stated that members of the public need to be updated with developments and timescales for the redevelopment of the  town centre as people are losing confidence with Stockland.  Another member stated the Stockland need to communicate with residents and a press release should be sent out.  Iain stated that Stockland are a private company and can do what they want with the town centre. The Executive Officer advised members that Stockland will be sponsoring a page within the Billingham Community Newspaper.  A member expressed their disappointment that Stockland have not taken the time to talk to the Town Council in respect of their plans for the Town Centre despite numerous attempts by the Executive Officer inviting representatives from Stockland to meetings.

     Hotel will there be adequate car parking facilities?

A.  There will be no loss of car parking facilities.
Q.  We receive numerous complaints in respect of people falling

      over paved areas within the Town Centre.  Could the

 improvements to the paved areas not commence prior to Christmas?
A.  A lot of work is needed to these areas which cannot be completed prior to Christmas.
Q.  Why didn’t the urban design team look at this?
A.   Stockland came with a proposal for the improvements and
Stockton Borough Council could deliver a more cost effective scheme.

Iain stated that Stockland have the lease to the building and have stated that it is currently being refurbished.
